• Recognition of Highway View Farm:  John Porter was going to the Big-E to attend the 25 
recognition banquet for Adam Crete.  Progress is being made on getting the banner made 26 
with the larger print without the Green pastures lettering. 27

• Jared Reynolds: Extension Specialist, Community and Economic Development. 29 

Explanation of his position and receive feedback from the board on how he could be a 30 
resource. Jared Reynolds from Cooperative Extension introduced himself to the 31 
committee. He recently started as the Community and Economic Development Field 32 
Specialist with Extension for Merrimack County. He talked about his role at Extension, 33 
the types of programming that he is available to do, and what support he can offer 34 
Boscawen.  Jared is planning on meeting with other committees and individuals in 35 
Boscawen as he gets started and hopes that he can work with the Ag. Commission in the 36 
coming months. Members of the AgComm shared some of their thoughts on development 37 
in town.  Concerns about taxation emerged, for example, what types of tax incentives 38 
might AgComm encourage; what does AgComm see as our role in leading such changes; 39 
the issues of shifting the tax burden and/or adding to tax base. Other ideas included:   40 
welcoming/marketing agriculture in Boscawen; an educational program, including farm 41 
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visits, for tax assessors with experts to explain how agricultural practices are evolving, 42 
focusing on such items as buildings vs equipment. Open houses similar to what was done 43 
at Tom Givnalgino’s egg farm. Looking at the latter idea more broadly, John Porter 44 
suggested that this might be a project for AgComm’s statewide to do collaboratively.  He 45 
will explore the interest at the Monadnock Gathering on the 28th and report at the October 46 
meeting.   47 

• Tasking AgComm the duty of blending dairy goats into pets: Related to issues Alan is 48 
having with farm animals being called pets in residential areas. Commissioners discussed 49 
possible/probable problems with allowing goats in residential areas. Similar issues have 50 
arisen with horses, pigs, and chickens. Commissioner consensus is the town needs to 51 
follow previous policy on limiting farm animals in residential areas and have a 52 
mechanism to evaluate individual cases. In light of this, AgComm needs to revisit the 53 
actual wording and policy at the next meeting.  Josh made a motion that the Boscawen 54 
AgComm advises that ownership of goats be considered under current regulations for 55 
farm animals, including zoning regulations, to be reviewed at our next meeting. Tina 56 
seconded.  All in favor. 57
